1.  APOLOGIES (19.31)

Apologies were received from County Cllr Will Boucher-Giles (WBG), District Cllr Nigel Simpson (NS), District Cllr Grace Conway-Murray (GCM) and Cllr Joanne Brooks (JB).

ST declared an involvement in Village Hall Committee matters.  KG declared an interest in flooding matters.

7.  FINANCIAL REPORT (20.20)

The annual pay increase has been agreed and the new hourly rate for SCP 15 is £15.56.  This increase is to be back dated to April 1st 2025.

HSBC is no longer supporting the handheld device used for logging on to business banking online.  When the batteries run out on the current device the PC will have to use an app for access.

14.  DEFIBRILLATOR TRAINING  (20.40)
The PC agreed to discuss the possible need for further training at this meeting.

15.  MEMORIAL WREATH AND SILENT SOLDIER (20.41)

The choice of wreath, amount of contribution and replacement of the damaged silent soldier were discussed.  
Resolved  (i) To order a type B hollow circular wreath as usual.  (ii) to contribute £100 as usual, proposed MKB, seconded ST, carried unanimously.  (iii)  To order a replacement soldier with the additional message ‘Finmere Remembers’ at the base at a cost of £185, proposed MK, seconded ST, carried unanimously.  (iv)  To place the Silent Soldier at the base of the Jubilee Tree this year.
16.  BUND INSPECTION (20.51)

The bund must be inspected by a professional before July 2026 to be compliant with the tree check list requirements.

Resolved  (i)  To carry this item forward to the next agenda.  (ii)  SC to ask JB for details of required inspection.  (iii)  JB to obtain quotes and organise this inspection.

17.  GRASS CUTTING CONTRACTOR (20.54)

The current contractor is withdrawing his services at the end of this year.  The PC pays for approx. 7.5k square metres to be mowed on a one or two cuts a month basis (dependent on necessity).
Resolved  (i)  To carry this item forward to the next agenda.  (ii)  The situation is to be outlined in the newsletter.  (iii)  SC is ask OCC if they have a list of approved contractors.  (iv)  SC is to ask Tingewick PC for the name of their contractor.  (v)  The PC is to obtain all possible quotes before the October meeting.
